Roman is a con-artist from Long Island, his wife Joy is 7 months pregnant. One morning she vanishes into thin air. The same morning she disappears, Roman discovers that his most consistent scam, government disability checks from a faked madness, will run out if he doesn’t do something soon to prove he is insane. We begin here, and from here dive into the mysterious behavior of those stricken by love and who are perhaps more certifiably crazy than they believe themselves to be.

Joy de V.

Director’s Statement

I wrote JOY de V. while living in Paris. I was homesick for New York.
At the time I was developing another story, when the actress came and told me that she couldn’t be in the film because she just discovered she was pregnant. That project was getting ensnared by the wrong people around the same time, so I told her, “Nevermind! I’ll write something new for a pregnant woman!”
Needless to say, the baby was born before we even began pre-production, but it got me to write the script quick and probably even had a hand in originating the idea.
Claudia Cardinale was my neighbor in Paris, and I sent her the script. She responded immediately, said she loved it, let’s do it. 
I wrote the lead for Evan Louison, and we developed his character back in New York through a weekly scene workshop I used to hold in my kitchen called Palazzo Xhupame. 
The others in the film are a mix of professional stage actors and local New York characters I’m friends with from when I lived in Staten Island. 
New York is changing fast- neighborhoods appropriated by the white flight back in from the suburbs, and the various mayors' crypto-fascism. Only in the outer boroughs is it still old New York. This is the New York I love. Everyone has a scheme or a scam. And people can actually still tell a story. 
It is a bittersweet love though. The values of much of old Italianamerican New York (calcified circa 1880’s Palermo) are at serious odds with freedoms gained since. Though I can’t begrudge it too much- it did pose itself as a serious opponent to sharpen my arsenal against. 

I guess all filmmakers feel they’re lucky and that they work with the baddest mothers in town. JOY de V. was made up of the talents and labor of some serious fiends of cinema. For instance, Tristan Allen, the DP, cares deeply and foremost about the emotions of the characters. He’s a classical student of light and the masters, so the film’s look was a result of style born out of content, not the other way around. Aesthetics was never the goal, merely the result of personal craft. The music was culled from a wide net of sources- some composed for the film, others archival, and yet others new music made by my contemporaries. Some of the music in the film sounds more like sound design and some of the sound design more like music. In creating the score, I asked the fiercest drummer I knew Noah Plotkin to come into the studio and improvise to the picture. This gave the film a dry, raw energy that picks up on the harsh, cold shoulder of a city that, as Gil-Scott Heron sings, “is killing me.”
At the end of the day, JOY de V. is a love song to New York. Its subject is love and its discontents. And as Rosalind counseled back in the day, "Love is merely a madness and, I tell you, deserves as well a dark house and a whip as madmen do, and the reason why they are not so punished and cured is that the lunacy is so ordinary that the whippers are in love, too."

CAST BIOS

EVAN LOUISON - ROMAN
Evan Louison is a writer & performer from New York City, who has worked in producing music & films for over 10 years. He holds a BFA in Studio Composition from the Conservatory at SUNY Purchase, where he first became introduced to the world of independent film. It was here that he appeared in his first short films, and made his first recordings of music for film. He has appeared in David Woolner's Advent, Eric Juhola's Nowhere Kids (with Eleonore Hendricks, official selection Tribeca Film Festival), Brandon Harris' Redlegs (NYTimes Critic's Picks), Brian Paccione's Not Dark Yet, Nadia Szold's Joy de V (with Claudia Cardinale, Rocco Sisto, Victoria Imperioli, Josephine de la Baum) &  the upcoming Mariah (with Dakota Goldhor). His recordings (John the Prince/Pilate Navigator Eternal) have been released through Volcanic Tongue, and appeared in the films Advent, Not Dark Yet, Brandon Harris' Biospheres, & Miranda Rhyne's The 4th of July Parade. As a writer/director his work includes a commercial for Abel Ferrara's film Mary entitled Abel Ferrara: You Are In Heaven, You Are In Hell, and the feature narrative John Henry Hudson, to be released in New York in early 2013. He is represented by the Gersh Agency (TGA) in New York.
JOSEPHINE DE LA BAUME – JOY
Joséphine de La Baume studied classic and contemporary theater in Paris at the Cours Viriot, in London at RADA and in New York at Black Nexxus. She then starred in a few American plays before she got her first feature roles such films as Boogie Woogie with Danny Huston and Heather Graham, followed by The Princess of Montpensier directed by legendary French director Bertrand Tavernier which played in Competition section of Cannes Film Festival 2010. She performed as the lead in L'Une de L'Autre at the Théatre du Lucernaire in Paris before starring opposite Vincent Cassel in the very much talked about Romain Gavras feature Our Day Will Come. She then played in Lone Scherfig’s new film One Day opposite Jim Sturgess and Anne Hathaway. Following that she went on to play Madeleine, a femme fatale secret agent in the next Johnny English (Reborn) opposite Rowan Atkinson. Following that she joined Nadia Szold for the second time in Szold’s first feature Joy de V. as the title character Joy.

Joséphine recently finished shooting Confession also starring Peter Doherty, Charlotte Gainsbourg and August Diehl and will be shooting a 4 episode series for ITV 1 starting in April 2012. In addition to acting, de La Baume also has a band called SINGTANK in which she sings and plays keyboards. Signed with Warner label and Because publishing, she is finishing her record at the moment produced by Nellee Hooper (producer of Bjork, Massive Attack, U2, Madonna). An EP is expected to be released around May followed by a single and the album release in September 2012. She has modeled in campaigns for Hogan, Zadig &Voltaire, MANGO, Maison Michel and Agent Provocateur, and shot with photographers Mario Testino, Karl Lagerfeld, Johan Renck, Venetia Scott, and Bruce Weber for Vogue, Harper's Bazaar, L’officiel, Jalouse, Vanity Fair and many other publications.

CLAUDIA CARDINALE – SIGNORA MOROSINI
Claudia Cardinale is an icon of European cinema. Growing up in Tunisia, she fell into acting after winning a beauty contest she didn’t even intend to enter. Her native languages being French, Tunisian Arabic and Sicilian, she did not learn to speak Italian until she had already been cast in Italian films.

Throughout the 1960s, she appeared in some of the most acclaimed Italian and European films of the period, including Luchino Visconti's Il Gattopardo (The Leopard) and Rocco e i Suoi Fratelli (Rocco and His Brothers), Federico Fellini's 81⁄2, Sergio Leone's epic Once Upon a Time in the West and Werner Herzog’s Fitzcarraldo. Cardinale has been honored at nearly every major film festival and has been a UNESCO goodwill ambassador for the Defense of Women's Rights since 1999. She remains very active appearing in international films such as Le fil (2010) and Joy de V.
IVA GOCHEVA – MARINA
Iva Gocheva is a New York based actress and producer born in Sofia, Bulgaria — but, counter to popular belief, was not raised by gypsies. She has been a cornerstone of Cinema Imperfecta since its inception, producing and starring in Hope & Anchor and featuring in The Persian Love Cake and Joy de V..  A child of the theatre, she toured Bulgaria with Theatre Studio Kambana throughout her youth acting in principal roles from King Lear to Otto Von Horvarth’s Don Juan Comes Back from the War. In New York she studied for three years at the International Program of Uta Hagen’s HB Studio, honing her craft inspired by the teachings of Michael Beckett. She has worked with such internationally acclaimed directors such as Hal Hartley Martin de Thurrah and Mikael Pandoursky.

In 2010 she starred in the Russian/ Bulgarian co-production Incognita directed by Mikael Pandoursky in the role of Dorotea. Since then, she has steadily worked on feature films and artistic shorter projects such as Johan Lindeberg’s campaign for his new collection BLK DNM directed by celebrated music video artist Martin de Thurrah. As much as acting has always been her true vocation, the love and energy she has for putting projects together and seeing them through has catapulted her in some cases into the role of producer.
FILMMAKERS

NADIA SZOLD – WRITER/DIRECTOR

Nadia Szold began directing and producing theatre of the absurd in her teens. Learning the ropes working for Robin O’Hara and Scott Macaulay at Forensic Films, she went on to direct her feature debut Joy de V. Over the Summer of 2012, she directed Mariah, a Mexican revenge drama now in post-production.

TRISTAN ALLEN – DIRECTOR OF PHOTOGRAPHY

Working on as many as sixteen films in 2010 alone, Tristan Allen is a filmmaker and member of Local 52. While attending the film school at the Minneapolis Community and Technical College (MCTC), Tristan shot a number of his fellow students’ short films, as well as his own. Afterwards, he toured with various bands around the country doing still photography, which consequently led him to shoot music videos for bands including The Silent Years and To Kill a Petty Bourgeoisie. He has worked as a gaffer and grip on an ever growing list of films including A Serious Man, It’s Complicated, Wall Street: Money Never Sleeps, Factotum, The Bounty Hunter, Pete Smalls is Dead, The Adjustment Bureau, Margin Call, Men in Black III and currently the new Coen brother’s film Inside Llewyn Davis. His feature-length cinematography work includes the award-winning documentary Scrap, and Curse of the Blessed: As Told by the Muse. Tristan first worked with Szold earlier this summer as the DP on the music video for “Cheri Cheri” by Rita and the Labyrinth. He currently resides in Queens, NY. 
RAPHAEL LASKI – SOUND DESIGNER

Raphael Laski is a Los Angeles based sound designer and engineer. Gathering sounds and building soundscapes is a true life passion for him. That very passion took Raphael from sound supervising reality shows on Bravo to recording sound effects for multimedia artist Chris Cunningham. Raphael has collaborated with Nadia Szold since her first short film "Hope & Anchor" up to the feature "Joy de V." Raphael is now working on a French documentary for theatrical release and producing web content for the Hollywood Reporter.
